Es un honor comenzar mi decimoquinto afio como administradora del distrito y directora de Educacién
Especial del Distrito Escolar Black Hawk. En total, son mis 29...°Afio trabajando en el distrito.

La Junta de Educacion ha apoyado nuevas iniciativas para apoyar a los estudiantes y a la comunidad. Entre ellas
se encuentran Warrior Care, un cambio en la politica de calificaciones y los requisitos de elegibilidad deportiva,
entre otras. Estos cambios se consideran positivos.

El programa Warrior Care es un programa de cuidado infantil antes y después de clases para estudiantes de
primaria. Su objetivo es ayudar a los padres que no trabajan en la zona a tener a sus hijos supervisados
mientras trabajan o viajan. El programa no es gratuito para los padres, pero el distrito ha trabajado para
mantener un costo accesible.

La politica de calificacién ha vuelto a una practica de calificacién mas tradicional con un componente de
repeticion de pruebas bien definido. Este cambio busca responsabilizar a los estudiantes por su trabajo y
aprendizaje, a la vez que les brinda la oportunidad de replantear los objetivos de aprendizaje para adquirir una
nueva comprension.

Se revisé la elegibilidad académica debido a la politica de cambio de calificaciones. Esta politica ahora se alinea
mas directamente con la politica actual de WIAA sobre elegibilidad académica.

El proyecto de construccidn, aunque practicamente finalizado al inicio del curso escolar pasado, aun tiene
pendientes algunas tareas pendientes. Casi todas se han completado y el resto estd previsto para las préximas
dos semanas.

Once the account is disabled,
no charges of any kind may be made unless the family is eligible for the Free and Reduced Meals

INSUFFICIENT FUNDS CHECKS

In the event a food service account has an insufficient funds check returned by the bank, the
payment amount plus any fees will be subtracted from the account. Three msufficiant funds chacks
per family in a school year will cause the family to be placed on a "cash only” basis for the rest of
the school year.

RESTRICTIONS TO LIMIT STUDENT PURCHASES Parents may restrict students from making additional
purchases by calling the Food Service Department.
