Cualquier
persona puede contraerla, pero la mayoria de los casos se presentan en bebés y nifios pequefios durante el verano y el
otofio. La EPMB no suele ser grave, pero puede propagarse rapidamente, especialmente en escuelas y guarderias.

Los sintomas de la enfermedad de manos, pies y boca generalmente duran de 7 a 10 dias e incluyen llagas en la boca y
sarpullido en manos y pies. También pueden presentar fiebre y dolor de garganta. Desafortunadamente, no existe



tratamiento para la enfermedad de manos, pies y boca, solo manejo de los sintomas, como el uso de acetaminofén y la
prevencion de la deshidratacion.

Prevencion de la enfermedad de manos, pies y boca

Lavese las manos frecuentemente con agua y jabon durante al menos 20 segundos. Asegurese de lavarse las manos antes y
después de atender a una persona enferma y después de:

» Cambiar pafiales
* Usar el bafio
